Attendance / Program Policies

1) Students are expected to attend class alone. People who are not
enrolled in class, including friends, children, spouses, and
court/caseworkers will not be allowed in class with a student.

2) Students are expected to be on time for class and stay until the
class is dismissed. Students who miss more than two classes in any
cycle must meet with a counselor and may lose their class slot for
that cycle.

3) Students who require a letter of attendance for legal purposes (ie.
court, welfare, housing, etc...) should be aware that the letter will only
state that a student is enrolled in the program and give dates of
attendance.

Students who require letters must provide the SCALC staff with the
name and phone number of the person who is receiving the letter. If
the student stops attending class, we may contact the court or
appropriate office to notify them of the change in attendance. Letters
will not be provided to students until they have attended one full
cycle of classes.

4) Progress updates will not be provided on students unless
requested by the student, with a signed release form (see counselor
for release form)

5) The SCALC is an adult program. Accordingly, the staff expects
students to arrive to class on time, prepared to learn. If a staff
member suspects for any reason that a student is under the influence
of drugs or alcohol (ie. behavior, smells like alcohol or drugs), the
student will be asked to leave.
